It’s also exciting that we will be able to
see just who can catch the Biggest Snook since there will be no top end restrictions. However, each team MUST bring their

own digital camera with a memory stick to record their Snook measurements. Each team will be responsible for turning

in their memory stick at weigh-in with their score card each day. We will return them to you at dinner each night. Good
luck and tight lines!
